What is the time commitment ? 

We would like everyone to work 2-3 shifts per 
show.   (There are 9 shows).  Box office hours are    
Tu-F from 6pm to 8:30pm.  On the weekends the shift 
is 1 hour prior to the show time and then you can 
leave right after the show starts.
